“We recently underwent an analysis of our library book and reference collection using TitleWise and discovered we lag significantly behind other public elementary school libraries on all book categories with the exception of natural sciences and mathematics,” said Linda McCoy, Selby Lane School Librarian. “As we do not have funds to update and expand our collection, we are very excited to have the support of Selby Education Foundation in providing essential reading material to fuel our children’s education and imaginations.”
